• Parental Permission  

 For all children taking part, we must have parental permission confirming 
agreement for their child to be filmed and photographed.

granting of their consent.  See details are attached. 

   

• Catering 

      If you are booking food for your child we will be in seating bay C5 

 

• Parking  

 Parents attending in the evening can book a place in the Red Car Park. Please 

note that that Voice in a Million are not able to advise any further on parking and 

if you have any queries then we would recommend that you contact the parking 

operation directly.  

  

• T-Shirts

At the end of the event, choir will exit first, audience remain seated.  

 

If schools have arranged to meet parents after the event, meeting places are 

designated on Arena Square outside the venue.  

 

In the interests of safety, we do not permit choir members to mix with 
audience/parents before or during the event.  

 

Those returning to the Pink Coach Parking should follow the signs for the walking
